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richard tuff “across the river”

Wherever Richard Tuff goes, he cannot help but hold a metaphorical frame to the scene, testing it for manifestation potential 
in a future work of art. Holidays in a conventional sense do not happen for Richard because the potential for creating paintings 
predominates, and scenery is committed to memory for future reference through drawings and photographic reference.

Meanwhile at home, a trip to deliver art work to the Gallery results in a new perspective on Falmouth’s seafront; a weekend 
walk in Coombe produces exquisite descriptions of creek-side tranquillity; a visit to the framers generates a new wave of 
waterfront discoveries in Penryn, with its weathered boats along the wharfside; and a day out in St. Mawes captures the 
deep blue of a spring day pooling above the rooftops.

In Richard’s view, “to be able to experience the great contrasts of scenery is one of the great joys about living in Cornwall; it 
is only a short trip from our home on the north coast to the peaceful creeks and sailing waters of the south. In this collection, 
I have sought to emphasise the tranquillity of this area with a palette of cool blues and greens, using the gentlest and most 
harmonious tones to express this sense.”

Everywhere Richard goes he sees planes, patterns and new palette combinations that, however abstract they are individually, 
combine effortlessly to create an absolute sense of place to which we, the viewer, can relate. “Across the River” is a delightful 
reflection of Cornwall’s unique waterside heritage – from tiny riverside cottages to the urban expanse that is Falmouth, each 
represented in a captivating and absolutely distinct way by one of Cornwall’s most established and distinctive painters.
